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Installation Instructions
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INSTALLING THE GATE

2 Holes and a shallow trench are required. The trench should be deep enough for the bottom of the gate to be
approximately 75mm above ground level. The cross bar must be level if the ground is uneven. It is possible
to increase the height of the gate to match the adjoining fence but remember that if the cross bar is too close to
ground level it may become a problem in wet weather on a busy path.

Check level and vertical alignment of the frame before filling the holes and trench with rubble and/or concrete.

Position the gate squarely between the frame upright by adjusting the gate eye.

COMPLETION

Check the alignment of the gate and adjust the gate eye if necessary.
Check that all nuts are tight.

Remove any rough patches of zinc with a file or sandpaper.
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
